Endangered Species Scratchboard

Project Objectives: 
· Students will research and create awareness of an endangered species or particular animal.

· Students will use the scratchboard technique to recreate a realistic image of their chosen animal

· Students will explore etchings and various artworks by Albrecht Durer.

Procedures:
1. Choose an animal or species to research and create.

2. Complete a contour outline drawing (rough draft) of your chosen animal.

3. Practice creating texture (fur, scales, etc.) on the rough draft.

4. Experiment with scratch tools and scratch paper. (Opposite pencil value).

5. FINAL draft. Focus on texture and details.
Grading Criteria:

· Must illustrate endangered animal or species of your choice.

· Must show implied texture of the animal (fur, scales, feathers, etc.)

· Use your space by zooming into a portion of the animal. Composition should have very little negative space.
